U.S. population presently stands at 330 million —
growing more and more each day.

The last U.S. Census found that America’s population
increased by 27.3 million people between 2000 and
2010 - one of the largest increases in any decade in
our nation’s history. That's the same as adding a new
Chicago each year, or more than 7,000 new people
every day!

Ever-increasing population contributes to climate
change.

With more people crowding America’s coastlines,
continued development of those areas puts fragile
wetlands and wildlife habitats at great risk.

Urban sprawl, with its new roads, houses, malls,
office buildings, is destroying the environment at an
alarming rate. America is losing nearly 175 acres of
farmland every hour.

America’s increasing demand for more water for
more people is fast depleting our underground
aquifers and creating new problems as counties,
(ities and states compete for dwindling water
resources.

Current U.S. population projections indicate that
America will have a population of more than 400
million people by 2060.
